I conducted an informal survey of the Peninsulaires (guys at rehearsals, performances, past members, guests) to determine how they first learned about barbershop singing/choruses/quartets.  I tried to ask enough questions so that it would be clear to us how to replicate the situation.  I may have gotten it wrong in a few cases, but I think most of them are accurate.
BBS means barbershopper, so "invited by a BBS colleague" means invited by a colleague who was a barbershop singer.

Note that all the "invited by a BBS" are people who knew other people, and not strangers.

I hope this helps us determine how best to attract new members.
