M/S/P: Minutes from June 12 were approved

Treasurers Report: Social, Uniform, Risers, Restricted: did not match with Account Total. Approval postponed, until clarifications are given.
Youth In Harmony Report: Community School of Music & Art (Private School); Executive Director Jeffrey Walker assured his assistance. Additional: Lynbrook HS, Crittenden MS, Mountain View HS included in our efforts. 

Music Committee Report: Two meetings since last Board Meeting. Decided on songs to be cut from repertoire, and songs to be added for June show.  Chuck to meet with Steve, and get these changes to the membership. In July meeting, section leaders decided on goal: ‘unit sound’.  ‘Polecat Program’ approved and is now in place. Dave Weatherford confirmed to Chuck that we have enough books for Christmas, unless we have an increase in membership/participants.

Bill Gates to repair our present risers, one at a time. Marketing Literature: Colin, Mark, Dave K updated text. Mark to finalize text and return to group for review. CACM: A survey of members was done in February to determine thoughts about present program (before CACM was started in March).  Board had agreed to do another survey 6 months after CACM, to see how things were going.  Bert Laurence had compiled results of the ‘before’. There will be 2 shows; two choruses, dancers from Stanford U., multimedia: technical/dress rehearsal needed on the day before the show. Marketing for this show includes over 75 senior residences, American Legion Posts. On September 11, will be taping of 150 USO stories at American Legion Post. Bert Laurence will assist Dave K.. South Bay Musical Theater producer/director has volunteered additional resources to help us. Perhaps Max Lanfrancone would be asked to assist.
