Music & Performance VP Report for November 3, 2012 Board Meeting
The Music Team met on October 24.

“This Is It (Overture, Curtain, Lights)” is ready for the Cabaret show. “Rhythm Medley” is officially learned (off spots), but needs polishing.  We’ll start learning “Lullabye” on November 13.

We discussed several techniques to build chorus members’ confidence when singing in unfamiliar venues, and will be implementing some of them.  We do not want to repeat our sub-standard performance in Mesa.

Starting on November 13, we’ll be encouraging quartet singing during the break and in the non-holiday-chorus part of chapter meetings.  Mostly, this will involve private practice and coaching, with only occasional public (in front of the chapter) performance.  We’ll attempt to involve everyone, not just those in official quartets.

The newly-revised PoleCat certification procedure will be explained to the chapter.  Briefly, this involves the aspirant performing with a quartet of his choosing for members of the music leadership team, in a private room during quartet activity time on occasional weeks.  (This paragraph was in the previous Music & Performance VP report, but we didn’t do it.)

Suggestions for Board action:

        Designate Steve Sammonds as “Artistic Director”, not just “Music Director”.  This means that he has say over shows we do.

        The Spring Show on 5/18 will be a concert-style one, not involving acting (except that we still want to look alive while we’re on-stage).

        Start planning for Valentines Day (prepare flyers for mailing, encourage quartet formation).
