Dave Kocharhook has obtained the services of David Kaufman for Sound Board operator, and has been our liaison with the Theater.

Mark Torrance has put forward his son, Andrew, for Lighting operation. Andrew has done this for his school. Mark has also activated the www.barbershop-harmony.org order ‘mechanism’ for taking on-line Show orders, made a ‘promo’ for the show on our home page, and made it possible for Steve Sammonds to advertise tickets on Facebook.
Paul Eastman has arranged for Mike Rankins, an experienced wordsmith, to be Master of Ceremonies; Mike will be given a $100 honorarium, at Paul’s suggestion.

Nigel Endersby has crafted and distributed show fliers, and has verbally contracted for our program/journal to be printed at no cost by CSR Real Estate Services. Instructions for mailing from the Palo Alto Post Office were sent to Terry Moore, who funded the postal meter. ‘Tear-off’ fliers were to be picked up for distribution to our members on 4/2, and to be sorted into 7-9 baskets, then given to Terry for mailing. Nigel has also been receiving ads and donations, and should be formatting the ads for our program journal; moneys collected to be recorded and given to Dave Morley.

Steve Sammonds posted the show on PAMV’s Facebook page. Steve has received a ‘positive response’ from the Dream Team directors at Starting Arts to train a small ensemble for the show. Steve will be working with to hone the script and staging.

Only two in-house quartets had replied to requests for appearing on the show: Never Too Old 4, and Boomerang. 
John Heather received theater tickets from the Mission City Center for Performing Arts, and gave them to Ric.
Ric King has been taking orders for seats, and checking them off on his theater-seating chart.

Jim Sherman has been communicating with 95 North; he submitted vouchers for their round-trip airfare ($357.60) to Dave Morley, and will pick them up from the San Jose airport. The quartet will be staying at a hotel that they are arranging, and visiting San Francisco (on their own) following the Afterglow. Despite numerous attempts, no high school group has accepted our offers to appear on our show.

Al Ward sent off the proper insurance documents to the Theater.

Bill Gates asked for and will receive Riser assistance from Terry More, Rob Morgan, Chuck Thompson, John Wanless, and Jim Turner. Other people on his team may also help.
